This AGREEMENT is made this first day of July 2016, by and between the Arizona Attorney General, and the Glendale City Prosecutor’s Office, the "Contractor”, to commence on July 1, 2016 and
terminate June 30, 2017. The Astorney General, having been satisfied as to the qualifications of C agrees to pay C the above shown $10,100.00 subject to Contractor’s agreement
as follows:

E To allow () representative(s) of the Aomey General to complete program and financial audits as the Attorney General beli Y to ensure C pli with this
agreement and with State law.

F. To retain all records relating to the agrs and porf under the ags for a period of five years afier the completion of the project, and to allow inspection and audit of all
such d at ble times, p to ARS. §§ 35-214 and 35-315.

G.  To comply with all applicable nondiscrimination requi of ARS. § 41-1463, Arizona State Executive Order 2009-09, and all other applicable state and federal civil rights laws.

H.  Each party hereby warrants its compliance with all federal immigration laws and regulations that relate to its employees and A.RS. § 23-214(A). If either party uses any
b in perf of this b shall wasrant their compliance with sl federal immigration laws and regulations that relate to its employees and AR S. §
23-214(A). A breach of this wasranty shall be deemed 8 material breach of the contract subject to penalties up to and including sermination of this Each party retains the legal

right to inspect the papers of the other party and its subcontractors who work on the contract to ensure that the other or subconiractors are complying with this warranty.
L To retain ownership interest in all equipment acquired with VRP funds (or in the proceeds resulting from the sale of such equipment) provided that: (1) the equipment purchase was
not in violstion of the VRP Award Agreement; and (2) the useful life of the equi in question has not elapsed.

L R 1t is further agreed between the perties as follows:
A, Tousearbitration in the event of disputes 1o the extent required by ARS. § 12-1518.

B.  Exceptas provided in peragraph C below, if the Atomey General finds that the C bas not tied with the requi of this agr the Ci will receive a
notice which identifies the ares(s) of pliance and the appropri ive action to be taken. If the C does not respond within thirty calendar days to this notice, or
does not provide sufficient infc b ing the steps which are being taken to correct the problem, the Attorney General may terminate the contract and require the return of all
funds which are found to bave been spent in violation of this agreement.

C. The parties sgree to meet and confer in good faith to resolve disp before ing formal p dings of any nature.

D.  The Anorney General may reduce or discontinue funding to the Contractos in subsequent fiscal years, at the Attorney General's discretion, for the C ¢'s failure to complete and
submit, on or before August 11, 2017, the report that is required pursuant to A R S. § 41-191.08(F) or for other reasons such as available funding.

E.  Every psyment obligation of the Attorney General under this Agreement is conditioned upon the availability of funds appropriated or alk d fos the p of such obligstion. If
funds are not all d and available for the conti of this Agr this Agr may be terminated by the Attorney General at the end of the period for which funds are
available. No liability shall accrue to the Attorney General in the event this provision is ised, and the A y General shall not be obligated or liable for any future payments or
for any d as a result of termination under this paragraph

F. Any and all award funds not expended by June 30, 2017, will be returned to the Attorney General.
