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2. MYRTLE AVENUE CULTURAL GATEWAY 

Staff provided an update on the status of the Myrtle Avenue Cultural Gateway 

Restoration Project.  The contractor selected as the most qualified bidder 

withdrew their bid before the start of construction.  The project is now out to bid 

again, and the National Park Service approved an extension of the Save 

America’s Treasures Grant.  The end date for this grant has been extended from 

May 31, 2012 to December 31, 2012.   

 

3. GLENDALE GARDENS AND SAGE ACRES HISTORIC DISTRICTS 

Two new historic districts were approved by the Historic Site Review Committee 

on November 18, 2011.  Glendale Gardens located south of the southeast corner 

of 51
st
 Avenue and Orangewood Avenue and Sage Acres located at the northeast 

corner of Bethany Home Road and 48
th

 Avenue.
