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PROCEDURES FOR
PROPOSITION 202 INDIAN GAMING REVENUE SHARING GRANT
Effective Date: 04/18/2011

BACKGROUND / PURPOSE:

In 2002, a coalition of Indian tribes successfully obtained passage of Proposition 202, whereby the State was authorized to enter into gaming compacts with individual tribes. The new compacts allowed for expanded tribal gaming devices, additional games and pari-mutuel wagering. In exchange, tribes agreed to share a portion of gaming revenues with the State and its counties, cities and towns.  

As a municipality the City of Glendale may be requested by non-profits and other organizations to support, via City Council resolution, grant applications that will be submitted to one of Arizona’s Indian tribes for shared revenue resulting from gaming as required by the State.  Should the grant be approved by a tribe, the State requires tribes to pass the money through the city to the organization applying for the funds.   The city will serve as a pass through agency only should a grant be awarded and will not be responsible for monitoring, accounting or reporting on how the recipient organization is using the funds. 

The City of Glendale has developed procedures for the equitable and consistent processing of Proposition 202 Indian Gaming Revenue Sharing Grant applications that require a supporting City of Glendale City Council resolution.

RESPONSIBILITY

The Grants Administration Division of the Financial Services Department is designated as the central point of contact for submission, review and processing of Proposition 202 Indian Gaming Revenue Sharing Grant applications that will require a supporting Glendale City Council resolution. This division will review all applications submitted and prepare the necessary documentation to bring forward to the City Council those grant applications that meet the criteria as specified in the following procedures. 



PROCEDURES

1. Any organization seeking a City Council resolution of support for a Proposition 202 Indian Gaming Revenue Sharing Grant must do the following:
a. Complete a City of Glendale application form, 
b. Complete a signed checklist, 
c. Provide a complete set of all requested supporting documentation, 
d. Provide a copy of the Prop 202 tribal grant application,  
e. and submit a complete set of all of these items to the City of Glendale at least 60 days prior to the deadline the grant application must be received by the tribe. 

It is the requestor’s responsibility to understand the tribal and city deadlines.

2. Upon receipt of a completed Glendale application and grant packet, the application will be reviewed for completeness within 10 working days of receipt and to ensure it meets all of the following criteria:

a. The grant requestor provides services to Glendale residents, can indicate the estimated number of Glendale residents served on the application, and can describe how they address an unmet need in the community.  

b. The requestor has been in business for a minimum of 2 years.  Requestor is required to submit 2-years worth of audited financial statements or prior years IRS Form 990. 

c. The project or services to be funded meet the criterion of the State Gaming Compact, “for government services that benefit the general public, including public safety, mitigation of impacts of gaming, and promotion of commerce and economic development” ( A.R.S., 5-601.02(H)(4)), and are in the best interests of the Glendale community.

d. The requestor and the grant funding agency (i.e. tribe) must be in good standing with the city.

3. Should the review of the submitted application packet conclude that it is incomplete and/or it does not meet the criteria as outlined above in #2, it will be disqualified and the applicant will be notified by the Senior Management Assistant-Grants within 10 business days.

4. Should the review of the submitted application packet reveal that it is complete and does meet the established criterion the Senior Management Assistant-Grants will work with the City Manager’s Office on a date to bring the item forward for a resolution of support from the City Council.  

5. The Senior Management Assistant-Grants will notify the applicant of the date the item will be brought forward to Council.

6. Should Council approve a resolution of support, the appropriate documentation will be provided to the applicant for submission of the grant to the tribe.

7. Should the tribe approve the grant, the city will accept the tribal grant funds for the applicant agency and distribute 100% of the funds to the agency within 10 working days.

8. Pass Through Grant recipients will have full responsibility of reporting on the use of its funds directly to the grant-making tribe.

9. Information regarding these procedures will be available to grant-seeking agencies on the city’s website.
