Is your home
or property in 
a designated 
flood hazard 
area?
Did you know some
parts of Glendale are 
designated by the
Federal Emergency
Management Agency 
(FEMA) as being in a 
special flood hazard 
area? Properties in these 
areas are required to 
purchase flood insurance 
as part of their home 
mortgage. However, other 
sections of the city are 
subject to flooding that 
are not shown on
the Flood Insurance
Rate Maps (FIRM).

Glendale’s Engineering 
Department has copies 
of the FIRMs for the
entire city and can let 
you know if your property 
is in a special flood
hazard area. They also 
have copies of FEMA 
elevation certificates for 
some structures within 
the city and may be able 
to let you know if flood-
ing has been reported in 
your area in the past.

All properties within 
Glendale can obtain flood 
insurance whether or not 
you are in a designated 
flood area. Remember, 
most standard homeown-
ers’ policies do not cover 
flood loss.

City Recycling Expands to Include More Plastics
In a stepped up effort to keep 
plastics out of the landfill, the city 
of Glendale’s curbside recycling 
program will begin accepting
Plastics 3 – 7 starting April 4. 

Previously, the city only accepted Plastics 1 and 2.  
Now residents can just look for the recycling symbol 
on all plastics, and put any marked 1 through 7 in 
the recycling bin.  

This includes plastic bottles, jugs, jars, yogurt and 
cottage cheese containers, margarine and whipped 
topping tubs, disposable plastic cups, and
“Clamshell” food containers such as those used
at deli’s or for take-home. While this takes in a wide 
range of plastics, these items are still excluded: 
Styrofoam, plastic bags, bubble wrap and plastic 
toys.

Glendale Council Districts Through the Years
The City of Glen-
dale celebrated its 
Centennial recently, 
and I thought it 
would be a good 
time to review how 
the Council Districts 

were first created, and the circumstances 
that redefine district boundaries.

Glendale was settled in 1892 and was 
incorporated in 1910, with its population 
of slightly more than 1,000, as the “Town 
of Glendale”. Up until 1990 the Mayor and 
Council were elected at-large. By that time, 
the city’s population had grown to approxi-
mately 148,000, and the citizens in the outer 
areas felt their voices were not being heard 
at City Hall. A group of these citizens got 
together and created a ballot initiative to 
establish geographic districts.  The voters 
approved the initiative and boundaries were 
drawn for six districts – each named after 
various Arizona cacti. By law, the Depart-

ment of Justice mandates municipalities 
under the district system are to be as nearly 
equal in population as possible, which in 
1990 was approximately 24,600 per district.  

As Glendale grew, the population in each
of the districts became unequal, and
consequently the district boundaries were
redefined in 1996, and again in 2003.
The 2000 Census data indicated that
Glendale’s population was 216,000, which 
meant each district’s population should be 
approximately 36,000.

Glendale’s population is now estimated at 
250,000 and the 2010 Census results will 
determine whether a re-districting will again 
be necessary.

Onboard Transportation Program
The Transportation Department invites resi-
dents to give feedback and ask questions.  
The 7th Annual GO Program Open House
is April 13 from 4:30 to 7:00 p.m. at the
Glendale Civic Center, 5750 W. Glenn Dr. 
Staff will be available to answer questions 
on such projects as the Light Rail, Grand 
Avenue, the Northern Parkway, Loop 303, 
and the Grand Canal and New River
bicycle paths. 

The voter approved Proposition 402, which 
dedicated a half-cent sales tax for transpor-
tation improvements and created the city’s 
GO Transportation Program, has resulted in 
expanded transit services, enhanced traffic 
flow, improved intersection safety and the 
development of bicycle and pedestrian
facilities throughout the city. Additional
improvements are scheduled.
