Follow Your Money
Have you ever wondered how much sales 
tax revenue the city has collected so far 
this fiscal year?  Would you like to know the 
largest expenditure for a specific depart-
ment? Or, maybe you’re curious about how 
much money the city spends with a certain 
vendor.  Well, all of this and much more can 
be found on the city’s transparency website 
called Follow Your Money.  

If you haven’t already, I want to encourage you to check out this 
financial tool found on the city’s Home Page at Glendaleaz.com.  
This is a user-friendly searchable database, with information taken 
from the Glendale Financial System, providing easy access to the 
city’s financial expenditure and revenue data.  It serves as a single 
point of reference for citizens to view information about the finan-
cial activities of the City of Glendale.  

This application was launched last July and recently a Budget 
Performance button has been added to the options. This new 
application provides quarterly financial performance data for the 
selected fiscal year and three previous fiscal years in a graphical 
format that shows quarterly actuals versus budget data for expen-
ditures and revenues. This tool provides residents the ability to 
view information by fund, department and also citywide. Users are 
now presented with a bar chart to easily compare quarters, fiscal 
years and to see how the selected fiscal year’s quarterly actuals 
trend against budgeted amounts for each quarter. Graphics are 
also displayed indicating if the city, department, or fund is on, 
under or over budget.

This tool is a wonderful addition to the city’s long list of web-based 
applications accessible to all citizens via their home computers.  
We are working hard to be transparent and provide residents with 
a lot of valuable information.
