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MEMORANDUM OF AGREEMENT FY 2016-2017

The recipient agency named below shall perform the services described in the recipient agency’s FROM THE HEART application narrative and made part of this Memorandum of Agreement (MOA).  The term of the MOA is from July 1, 2016 through June 30, 2017.  The recipient agency acknowledges receipt of a check from the City of Glendale on behalf of the FROM THE HEART Program and agrees that these funds shall be spent only for the programs and purposes described in the recipient agency’s application narrative during the term of the MOA.  

The recipient agency shall comply with all applicable local, state and federal laws, and the program guidelines set forth in the FROM THE HEART grant application packet.  The recipient agency is responsible for retaining all invoices, paperwork, and records related to expenditures or activities funded through FROM THE HEART for a period of five (5) years from the date of completion of the grant period or the length of time specified in the recipient agency’s grant records retention policy, whichever is longer.  In the event of an audit, the recipient agency shall be notified of the intent to audit at least thirty (30) days in advance.  The audit shall be limited specifically to the FROM THE HEART-funded program and occur on-site during normal business hours. 

FROM THE HEART shall have the opportunity to review and prior approve any materials in which its name or logo appears including, but not limited to, recipient agency’s annual reports, news releases and marketing/solicitation materials.  Recipient agency agrees not to use the City of Glendale name or the Gila River Indian Community name in connection with this grant without prior approval in writing from FROM THE HEART.

The recipient agency must submit completed and signed semi-annual (6th month) and a final (12th month) reports provided by FROM THE HEART that include a summary of the program operation, including financial activities, and an evaluation of the overall program accomplishments.  Timely submission and complete reports are required for applicants to be considered in future funding cycles.  A signature original shall be sent by certified mail, email or hand delivered to the City of Glendale Grants Office at the following address on the dates specified on the reporting forms.
