o Parking is available in normal lots, except for the grass lot in the Youth Sports Field  

o Shuttle buses are expected to run on schedule  

o There will be no events on the Great Lawn tonight      

o Attendees are encouraged to plan ahead and have plenty of time to travel safely for 

the 7:20 p.m. kickoff  

o The city will continue to monitor these conditions and the weather throughout the day
