Glendale Volunteers. This week was National Volunteer Week and the city of Glendale
recognized the multi-million dollar economic value volunteers bring to the community. Glendale
has more than 1,400 volunteers city-wide who provide service to the city in the amount of more
than $2.5 million. That dollar figure is equal to the amount it would cost if the city had to pay for
those services. For the past 15 years, volunteers have assisted nearly every city department.

The services provided by city volunteers include office support, data entry, recycling
assistants, transit survey aides, code compliance inspectors, Glendale Greeters, being a mascot
for the water conservation office, library duties, maintenance of the Xeriscape Garden, Sahuaro
Ranch historic guides, animal care, Police Explorers, Police Pipers, Fire Cadets and the Fire
Crisis Response Team.

In addition to Glendale’s 1,400 volunteers who support 24 departments, there are
approximately 2,000 other volunteers who throughout the year assist with community projects
such as the annual Rock N’ Roll Paint-A-Thon, National Family Volunteer Day, Serve Day and
Earth Day. Plus, an additional 132 citizens volunteer their time and talents to Glendale’s 20
boards and commissions. for information about the city’s volunteer programs.

Public Hearing for Updated Glendale Zoning Ordinance. The Glendale Planning Commission
is holding a public hearing for the updated zoning ordinance on Thursday, May 6, at 7 p.m. in the
council chambers, 5850 W. Glendale Ave.

The Planning Department has updated the zoning ordinance to be more flexible and user-
friendly. The language has been standardized and designed to be easier to understand. Most of
the changes occurred in the commercial development area. Applicants also will see an easier
process while experiencing excellent customer service.

The ordinance defines specific uses allowed in each zoning district and property restrictions.
In addition, guidelines such as height of buildings and structures, required building setbacks,
density, coverage and lot sizes are included in the zoning ordinance. Zoning districts include
residential, commercial, industrial, and agricultural uses and the boundaries are designated on
the zoning map available online, www.glendaleaz.com/planning.
