For the fifteenth consecutive year, Glendale has 
been named a Tree City USA Community by the Arbor Day Foundation for its commitment to 
urban forestry. Glendale has met the four standards to receive this designation, which include 
having a tree board or department, a tree-care ordinance, a comprehensive community forestry 
program and an Arbor Day observance and proclamation.

Approval of the application is made on an individual basis. The City of Glendale Parks & 
Recreation Department uses a sliding-fee scale guideline based on total household income and 
number of dependents. The scale assists staff in determining the amount of scholarship awarded.
