Parks & Recreation Master Plan Online Survey. Residents are encouraged to provide
feedback on future parks and recreation facilities and services by participating in an online
survey as part of an update to Glendale’s Parks and Recreation Master Plan.

Input from residents, local interest groups, community organizations, businesses and
public officials will be critical in helping to establish priorities for current and future parks and
recreation services, programs and facilities offered within the city of Glendale. Many changes
have occurred since the 2002 Glendale Parks and Recreation Master Plan was adopted. The
online survey is part of an update and a 10-month process that will result in a detailed “road
map” to identify community priorities and outline a plan of action.

The survey is provided for residents to express their opinions on the department, and on
whether they think the facilities and current programs are meeting their needs.

To help raise awareness on the permit process and also celebrate Building Safety Month,
Glendale’s Building Safety Department is offering a special permit “101” class to teach
residents how to get a permit for their construction project; an explanation of why permits are
necessary; how to fill out the required paperwork; and what the possible costs are associated
with these projects.

The class is Wednesday, May 26, from 6 to 7:30 p.m. at Glendale City Hall, second floor,
room 2C, 5850 W. Glendale Ave. There is no cost and parking is available in the adjacent
garage.

Instructors Adam Venetis and Randy Huggins with Building Safety will educate
homeowners about when a permit is necessary.
