Northbound Loop 101 closed this weekend in the West Valley. Loop 101 (Agua Fria Freeway) traffic-management equipment work 
continues this weekend, during which northbound Loop 101 will be closed beginning late Friday, Aug. 1, through Sunday afternoon, Aug. 3. 
Drivers should expect the following restrictions beginning Friday night: 
•	 Loop 101 northbound will be closed between Thunderbird and Bell roads from 10 p.m. Friday, August 1 to noon Saturday, August 

2. Northbound on-ramps will be closed at 91st Avenue and Thunderbird Road beginning at 9 p.m. Friday. Use northbound 99th or 83rd 
avenues as a detour.

•	 Loop 101 northbound will be closed between Union Hills Drive and 75th Avenue from 10 p.m. Saturday to noon Sunday, August 
3. Northbound on-ramps will be closed at Bell Road and Union Hills Drive at 9 p.m. Saturday. Use northbound 75th avenue as a detour.

Glendale’s Bell Road Manhole Rehabilitation Project. Beginning on Monday, Aug. 4, crews will construct two new manholes and 
remove one existing manhole in the center of 67th Avenue, north of Bell Road (near the intersection of Camino San Xavier & 67th Avenue.) 	
	 Traffic control will be in place for the southbound high speed lane and center turn lane; however, it is anticipated that at least two 
southbound lanes will remain open for travel on 67th Avenue during this work. Northbound 67th Avenue traffic should remain unaffected. 
Left turns will be restricted in the work area; however, crews will try to provide left turns at the business plaza driveways south of the work 
area and at Casa de la Campana/Sierra Canyon Apartments north of the work area, as long as they are able to provide it safely. Access to 
businesses and residences will be maintained during the 7-10 days of construction.
