C. City and Contractor desite to memotialize theit agreement with this document.
AGREEMENT

In consideration of the Recitals, which are confirmed as true and correct and incorporated by this reference, the
mutual promises and covenants contained in this Agreement, and other good and valuable consideration, City and
Contractor agree as follows:

1. Key Personnel; Sub-contractors.

1.1 Services. Contractor will provide all services necessary to assure the Project is completed timely
and efficiently consistent with Project requirements, including, but not limited to, working in close
interaction and interfacing with City and its designated employees, and working closely with others,
including other contractors or consultants, tetained by City.

1) Contractor will designate an employee as Project Manager with sufficient training,
knowledge, and experience to, in the City's option, complete the Project and
handle all aspects of the Project such that the wotk produced by Contractor is
consistent with applicable standards as detailed in this Agreement;

3 To assure the Project schedule is met, Project Manager may be required to devote
no less than a specific amount of time as set out in Exhibit A.

b. Project Team.

Subject to any limitations expressly stated in the Project Budget, Contractor will meet to
review the Project, Schedule, Project Budget, and in-progress work with Coordinating

a Ownership. Upon receipt of payment for services furnished, Contractot grants to City,
and will cause its Sub-contractors to grant to the City, the exclusive ownership of and all
copyrights, if any, to evaluations, tepotts, drawings, specifications, project matnuals,
surveys, estimates, reviews, minutes, all "architectural work” as defined in the United States
Copyright Act, 17 U.S.C § 101, ¢# seq., and other intellectual work product as may be
applicable ("Work Product”).

1) This grant is effective whether the Work Product is on papet (e.g., a "hard copy™),
in electronic format, or in some other form.

2 Contractor warrants, and agrees to indemnify, hold harmless and defend City for,
from and against any claim that any Work Product infringes on third-party
proprietary interests,

b. Delivery. Contractor will deliver to City copies of the preliminary and completed Work
Product promptly as they are prepared.

@ In the event the Work Product is used for another project without further
consultations with Contractor, the City agrees to indemnify and hold Contractor
harmless from any claim arising out of the Work Product.

Compensation for the Project.

41 Compensation. Contractor's compensation for the Project, including those furnished by its Sub-
contractors will not exceed §47,000.00, as specifically detailed in Exhibit B (the "Compensation").

4.2 Change in Scope of Project. The Compensation may be equitably adjusted if the originally
contemplated scope of services as outlined in the Project is significantly modified.

a. Adjustments to the Compensation require a written amendment to this Agreement and
may tequire City Council approval.

b. Additional services which are outside the scope of the Project contained in this Agreement
may not be performed by the Contractor without ptior written authotization from the City.

Billings and Payment.
5.1 lications.

a Contractor will submit monthly invoices (each, a "Payment Application”) to City's Project
Manager and City will remit payments based upon the Payment Application as stated
below.

b. The period covered by each Payment Application will be one calendar month ending on

b. City may withhold an amount sufficient to pay expenses that City teasonably expects to
incut in cotrecting the deficiency or deficiencies rejected for payment.

Termination.

6.1 Eor Convenience. City may terminate this Agreement for conventence, without cause, by
delivering a written termination notice stating the effective termination date, which may not be less
than 30 days following the date of delivery.

a, Contractor will be equitably compensated for Service and Repair furnished prior to reccipt
of the termination notice and for reasonable costs incurred.

b. Contractor will also be similarly compensated for any approved effort expended and
approved costs incutred that are directly associated with project closeout and delivery of
the required items to the City.

6.2 For Cause. City may terminate this Agreement for cause if Contractor fails to cure any breach of

this Agreement within seven days after receipt of wtitten notice specifying the breach,

a Contractor will not be entitled to further payment until after City has determined its
damages. If City's damages resulting from the breach, as determined by City, are less than
the equitable amount due but not paid Contractor. for Service and Repair furnished, City
will pay the amount due to Contractor, less City's damages, in accordance with the
provision of § 5.

b. If City's direct damages exceed amounts otherwise due to Contractor, Contractor must pay
the difference to City immediately upon demand; however, Contractor will not be subject
to consequential damages of more than $1,000,000 or the amount of this Agreement,
whichever is greater.

Conflict. Contractor acknowledges this Agreement is subject to AR.S. § 38-511, which allows for
cancellation of this Agreement in the event any person who is significantly involved in initiating,
negotiating, securing, drafting, ot creating the Agreement on City's behalf is also an employee, agent, or
consultant of any other party to this Agreement.

Insurance.

Conttactor and sub-contractor must, at
all imes relevant hereto, carry a workers' compensation and employer's liability policy
providing at least the minimum benefits required by Arizona law.

Contractor's failurc to secure and maintain Contractor Policies and to assure Sub-
contractor policies as required will constitute a material default under the
Agreement.

8.2 Sub-contractots.

City may consider waiving these insurance requirements for a specific Sub-contractor if
City is satisfied the amounts required are not commercially available to the Sub-contractor
and the insurance the Sub-contractor does have is appropriate for the Sub-contractor's
work under this Agreement.

Contractor and Sub-contractors must provide to the City préof of the Required Insurance
whenever requested.

To the fullest extent permitted by law, Contractor must defend, indemnify, and hold
harmless City and its elected officials, officets, employees and agents (each, an
"Indemnified Party," collectively, the "Indemnified Parties"), for, from, and against any and
all claims, demands, actions, damages, judgments, settlements, personal injury (including
sickness, disease, death, and bodily harm), property damage (including loss of use),
infringement, governmental action and all other losses and expenses, including attorneys'
fees and litigation expenses (each, a "Demand ot Expense"; collectively, "Demands or
Expenses”) asserted by a third-party (i.e. a person or entity other than City or Contractor)
and that atises out of or results from the breach of this Agreement by the Contractor or
the Contractor’s negligent actions, errors ot omissions (including any Sub-contractor or
othet person or firm employed by Contractor), whether sustained before or after
completion of the Project.

This indemnity and hold harmless provision applies even if a Demand or Expense is in
pazt due to the Indemnified Party's negligence of breach of a responsibility under this
Agreement, but in that event, Contractor shall be liable only to the extent the Demand or
Expense results from the negligence or breach of a responsibility of Contractor or of any
person ot entity for whom Contractor is responsible.

Contractor is not required to indemnify any Indemnified Parties for, from, or against any
Demand or Expense resulting from the Indemnified Party's sole negligence or other fault
solcly attributable to the Indemnified Party.

Immigration Law Compliance.

9.1 Contractor, and on behalf of any subcontractor, wartants, to the extent applicable under AR.S. §
41-4401, compliance with all federal immigration laws and regulations that relate to theit employees
as well as compliance with A.R.S. § 23-214(A) which requires registration and participation with the
E-Verify Program.

Contractor’s watranty and obligations under this section to the City is continuing throughout the
term of this Agreement or uatil such time as the City determines, in its sole discretion, that Arizona
law has been modified in that compliance with this section is no longer a requirement.

The “E-Vetify Program” above means the employment verification program administered by the
United States Department of Homeland Security, the Social Sccurity Administration, or any
SUCcessor prograrn.

b. Representations, statements, conditions, or watranties not contained in this Agreement will
not be binding on the parties.

c. The solicitation, any addendums and the response submitted by the Contractor are

incorporated into this Agreement as if attached hereto. Any Contractor response modifies
the original solicitation as stated. Inconsistencies between the solicitation, any addendums

All rights and remedies provided in this Agreement are cumulative and the exercise of
any one or mote tight or remedy will not affect any other rights or remedies under this Agreement
or applicable law.

Severability. If any provision of this Agteement is voided or found unenforceable, that
determination will not affect the validity of the other provisions, and the voided or unenforceable
provision will be deemed reformed to conform to applicable law.

Counterparts. This Agreement may be executed in counterparts, and all counterparts will together
comprise one instrument.

"The term of this Agreement commences upon the effective date and continues for a onc year initial

period. There is no option to renew this Agreement.

Dispute Resolution. Each claim, controversy and dispute (each a “Dispute”) between Contractor and
City will be resolved in accordance with Exhibit C. The final determination will be made by the City.

Palm Trees —There are a total of 1,206 palm trees and shall be trimmed yearly, except
where undergrowth must be pruned from the palm trees as often as necessary to permit
unobstructed passage to pedestrians and to prevent sight obstructions. A list of palm tree
locations is included, pricing per item number is required. Palm tree trimming will
commence during the month of July or prior to the complete maturation of seed and fruit
pods, unless otherwise instructed by Right-of-Way staff.

Skinning — A large number of palm trees have not been regularly skinned in the past; in

order to bring the palms up to the new standard a price per foot of skinning is required.

1.8.1 All palms shall be skinned 18” or to within two feet of the lowest green fronds.
Palm fronds will be trimmed to the 10:00 and 2:00 o’clock position.

Following is a list of required performance Standards and the recurrence interval for each
activity:

1.9.1 Palm Tree trimming - Once annually

1.9.2 Work Schedule — The contract must be completed within 90 days from when
work commences, as agreed upon by ROW Supervisor and Contractor.

1.10 DAMAGES

1.10.1 The Contractor shall be held responsible for damage done to irrigation system
components and plant material due to operation of vehicles and maintenance
equipment.

1.10.2 The Contractor shall repair all damaged components at his expense, if damage is
due to the contractor’s careless operation of vehicles and maintenance equipment.

1.11 HAZARD AND SAFETY REPORTING

1.11.1 The Contractor shall, during the normal work hours, obtain emergency medical
care for any member of the public who is in need of such care, due to illness or
injury occurring on the work site.

1.11.2 The Contractor shall cooperate fully with the City in the investigation of any
accidental injury or death occurring on site, including a prompt report within one
day thereof to the City ROW Supervisor, or designee, if the accident or death
occurs within the City of Glendale boundaries.

Initiation. A party may initiate a Dispute by deltvery of written notice of the Dispute, including the
specifics of the Dispute, to the Representative of the other party as required in this Agreement.

Informal Resolution. When a Dispute notice is given, the parties will designate a member of their
senior management who will be authorized to expeditiously resolve the Dispute.

a The parties will provide each other with reasonable access during normal business hours to
any and all non-privileged records, information and data pertaining to any Dispute in order
to assist in resolving the Dispute as expeditiously and cost effectively as possible;

b. The parties' senior managers will meet within 10 business days to discuss and attempt to
resolve the Dispute promptly, equitably, and in a good faith manner, and

c The Senior Managers will agree to subsequent meetings if both parties agree that further
meetings are necessaty to reach a resolution of the Dispute.

2. Arbitration.

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Rules. If the parties are unable to resolve the Dispute by negotiation within 30 days from the
Dispute notice, and unless otherwise informal discussions are extended by the mutual agreement,
the parties may agree, in writing, that the Dispute will be decided by binding arbitration in
accordance with Commercial Rules of the AAA, as amended herein. Although the arbitration will
be conducted in accordance with AAA Rules, it will not be administered by the AAA, but will be
heard independently.

a, The parties will exercise best efforts to select an arbitrator within 5 business days after
agreement for arbitration. If the parties have not agreed upon an arbitrator within this
petiod, the parties will submit the selection of the arbitrator to one of the principals of the
mediation firm of Scott & Skelly, LLC, who will then select the arbitrator. The parties will
equally share the fees and costs incurred in the selection of the arbitrator.

b. The arbitrator selected must be an attorney with at least 10 years expetience, be
independent, impartial, and not have engaged in any business for or adverse to either Party
for at least 10 years.

Discovery. The extent and the time set for discovery will be as determined by the arbitrator. Each
Party must, however, within ten (10) days of selection of an atbitrator deliver to the other Party
copies of all documents in the delivering party's possession that are relevant to the dispute.

Hearing. The arbitration hearing will be held within 90 days of the appointment of the arbitrator.
The arbitration hearing, all proceedings, and all discovery will be conducted in Glendale, Arizona

unless otherwise agreed by the patties ot required as a result of witness location. Telephonic
hearings and other reasonable arrangements may be used to minimize costs.

Award At the arbitration hearing, each Party will submit its position to the arbitrator, evidence to
support that position, and the exact award sought in this matter with specificity. The arbitrator
must select the award sought by one of the parties as the final judgment and may not independently
alter or modify the awards sought by the parties, fashion any remedy, or make any equitable order.
The arbitrator has no authority to consider or award punitive damages.

Final Decision. The Arbitrator's decision should be rendeted within 15 days after the arbitration
hearing is concluded. This decision will be final and binding on the Parties.

Costs. The prevailing party may enter the arbitration in any court having jurisdiction in order to
convert it to a judgment. The non-prevailing party shall pay all of the prevailing party's arbitration
costs and expenses, including reasonable attorney’s fees and costs.

Services to Continue Pending Dispute. Unless otherwise agreed to in writing, Contractor must continue
to perform and maintain progress of required services duting any Dispute resolution ot arbitration
proceedings, and City will continue to make payment to Contractor in accordance with this Agreement.
